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Abstracts

In tradition education acts was primary concerned with the duties and
powers of local education authorities and central government. The
Education Act of 1944 established many aspects of English schools, for
example, extension of compulsory education age, free school fee,
education services by local education authority, different types of schools
and so on. Since 1980, the Government has legislated in the area of
education on an unprecedented scale, to give effect to radical and
far-reaching reforms. Those reform acts has been curtailed the local
education authority domination. The Education Reform Act of 1988 was
a major landmark in education reform. Of particular importance was the
establishment of diversity within the schools, the improvement of
competitive power in pupils and schools, and the introduction of national
curtriculum. In 1997 schools White Paper, published shortly after the
general election that returned Labour to power after 18 years, the new
Government said it had placed education ‘at the heart of government’
and had ranked in its ‘number one priority.” The School Standards and
Framework Act of 1998, founded on this White Paper, had as its central
purpose the raising of standards of education for all pupils of school age.
It also intended to adopt the school inspection system and to set up the

area of school functions.
