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Abstract

I . Background and Purpose

[] Background of this study

O The floating construction has been inactive in spite of some
revisions of construction-related laws for promoting it. Thus, it is
necessary and useful to review the appropriateness of newly

revised laws and research the improvement plan.

[ ] Purpose of this study

O This study analyses the legal system of the floating construction,
with the perspective of the building regulations law, the land use
regulations law, the public land law, that is especially focused on
water, and the property law. As a result, to gain insight into the
policy implications on hereafter reforms of the legal system for

the floating construction activation, is the purpose of this study.

II. Main Contents

[ ] Floating structures under the building regulations law

O Floating Home shall be moored in a marina, harbor or similar
facility, that is, a floating home moorage, which shall be composed

of public utilities and common facilities. Thus, floating building



code is, according to objects, divided into two parts, floating home

and floating home moorage.

[] Floating structures under the land use regulations law

O Generally, a floating home is treated as a single family home, and
a floating home moorage is treated as a multi family home, in the
municipal zoning. All floating structures shall conform to land use
regulations, that apply to the upland linked to them. By cases, it
needs a special permit to construct floating structures, if they are

conditional uses.

[] Floating structures under the public land law

O By statutes and common law, tidal waters belong to state properties,
and navigable waters of them are subordinate to federal regulations,
with respect to the navigation and obstructions of it. Thus, floating
home moorage shall be located within the Harbor Line, that is
established by federal government, and the issuance of a permit by
a state government is required to construct floating structures on

submerged lands that are owned by the state.

[] Floating structures under the property law

O Floating structures, whether real properties or not, shall be registered
and be posted by the identification number. Through this system,
floating structures can be alienated and taxed. And the residency,
that is the right of the floating home owner to the floating home

moorage manager, is protected by statues.



IlI. Expected Effect

[ ] Leal system improvement for activating the floating construction

O It is recommended to elaborate a special law of floating structures,
for the example, “the Special Law for Activating the Floating
Construction”, which contains all regulations and standards on
floating structures, that is, the building regulations law, the land

use regulations law, the public land law and the property law.
