A Study on the Legislation Process in U.S, Congress
as Evaluation System

Many developed countries have been systemizing the evaluation of
legislation for enacting a better law, considering all the matters of cost-benefit,
The evaluation system of legislation has been discussed in Korea as well, as
one of the most significant legislative issues and it becomes more practical
since the Ministry of Government Legislation has legalized the evaluation
system of legislation since 2007 in Korea. This study focuses on the
fundamental role and the scope of the evaluation system of the legislation,
as part of an effort to successfully legalize it in the Korea legislative system
by referring the evaluation system of legislation in the U.S. Congress.

The study on the ‘evaluation of legislation’ should cover a wide range of
legislative processes because it encompasses not only an overall appraisal of
the statute itself, but also an assessment of the legislative institution,

In the U.S., the evaluation of legislation is generally conducted by the
Regulatory Impact Analysis (or the Regulatory Impact Assessment; RIA),
However, a sophisticated legislative process has been playing considerable
roles itself in assessing the legislation under the developed democracy as well.
The U.S. evaluation system of legislation provides meaningful implications to
the Korean legislative process that it is necessary to both secure the democracy

and expanding legislation-support system and the congressional staffs.
